n 	 With Empire AI, New York is attracting the next generation of tech talent and has 
become an international hub for developing AI technology for the public good and for 
AI-powered businesses.

n 	 In October 2024, Phase Alpha—the first stage of Empire AI—was launched on the 
University at Buffalo’s campus. The Alpha system is the 245th most powerful computer 
in the world and includes 96 of the most powerful computer processors currently 
available for training AI models, thanks to a generous gift from the Simons Foundation. 
Alpha’s electrical power efficiency ranks 38th on TOP500’s Green 500 list.

n 	 The full Empire AI computing center is still scheduled to be completed in 2026 and is 
being built on the University at Buffalo’s North Campus.

n 	 Empire AI will be an energy efficient computing facility, sustainably powered by clean 
and renewable hydropower from Niagara Falls and recirculating heat generated from 
the facility to warm dorms on campus.
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
